In Person, Face-To-Face Instruction 
A Note from Wahlert's Principal 

Wahlert Catholic Parents - 

Hopefully your spring break plans offer you as a family a time to regroup and 

to re-energize.  With approximately 9 weeks left until the end of the school 

year, our teachers and students have to make a serious push in all 

classes.  Too many students are missing school using the pandemic as an 

excuse to not attend classes face-to-face.  Some are leaving the building at 

various times throughout the day with some returning and others not.  Many 

are using it to extend the weekend or sleep time in the morning.  These 

behaviors are unacceptable and must end. 

Beginning March 22, all students should be in full-time attendance at 

Wahlert Catholic High School.  Please keep in mind that virtual learning 

should only be considered as an option for COVID-related health concerns. 

The virtual learning option is a temporary solution to a temporary 

problem.  If a student is quarantined or has pre-existing conditions or 

concerns, the virtual option is there.  However, that option must be 

maintained for the remainder of the year or specified quarantine period.  A 



student is not approved to attend virtually simply out of convenience.  If a 

student is ill with another sickness, they are just that, “ill,” and should take 

the day to rest and to get well.  Having kids in school, working with them 

face-to-face is by far the better option that will lead to greater success.  We 

ask for your support in making this happen.

Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) 
Available October 1

The beginning of October marks the time period that parents should be 

thinking about and working on the FAFSA (Free Application for Federal 

Student Aid). This form is used to apply for federal student aid such as loans, 

grants, and work-study at both two-year colleges as well as four-year 

colleges.  The FAFSA is the first step to receiving financial aid and must be 

completed for each year of college.  Students can use the myStudentAid app, 

file online at fafsa.edu.gov, or request a printed form by calling 1-800-4-

FEDAID.  This form is very important for you and your child to complete 

together so that your child is able to receive student financial 

assistance.  Contact Wahlert's Counseling Office with any questions or for 

additional information.
